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REMOVAL:

1. Remove burner

2. Remove burner mounting plate and front refractory.

3. DO NOT remove the insulation attached to the inside of the burner mounting plate. If this insulation is badly deteriorated,
you can replace it using leftover floor blanket. If you do not have enough leftover floor blanket you can replace it using
Lynn ltem #9451 Ceramic Fiber Blanket.

4. Remove the old floor blanket and scrape remaining blanket/cement residue from floor and sides.

5. Remove old rear refractory.

6. Cut new insulation blanket to size indicated in table below.

7. Remove rear refractory from plastic bag. Tuck Edges Into Sg?grie;r:;t&%e

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8. Set rear refractory against target wall and securely tuck sides into section grooves.
9. Re-form top edge of refractory.

10. Open plastic bottle spread Waterglass on floor of boiler.

11. Lay blanket on floor and center as shown.

12. Press front refractory into burner mounting plate.

13. Remove the paper backing from the rope adhesive by stretching the
rope to break the paper and create a starting point. Then press
the adhesive portion of the rope into the cleaned groove in the
mounting plate. Do not stretch the rope during installation.
Cut off any execss rope.

14. Reattach mounting plate to boiler. Observation hole must be up.

15. Reinstall oil burner

16. Fire burner for 15 minutes to allow chamber to cure.
